This is your final information pack for Camp Parsons. The week at camp includes numerous Troop activities, opportunities for advancement and merit badge classes. 

In order to attend camp this summer, scouts must complete the following requirements:

1. Your total payment of $170.00 has been paid. Thank you.

· Each scout should bring an additional $20 to $30 to camp to cover additional expenses. 

· (Merit badge supplies & books, snacks from the Silver Marmot Grill ) 

2. Scouts require a valid BSA Medical History form completed by their physician.

· Forms are available from Lan Remme.

· Forms are also available on the BSA Council website. http://www.seattlebsa.org

· BSA Class 1 Personal Health & Medical History are good for only one year.

· BSA Class 2 Medical Evaluations are good for 36 months. It is on the back of the Class 1 form.

· If you have a valid Class 2, you must either fill out a new Class I Personal Health & Medical History form and sign it or you can contact Lan to sign and re-date last years form if there are no changes.

· No valid medical history form, no week at camp, no exceptions.

· Send the updated forms to Lan as soon as possible.

3. Scouts are required to select several merit badges for morning activities at camp.

· Available merit badges are listed on the BSA Council website. http://www.seattlebsa.org

· Select 3 or 4 merit badges of interest and review the merit badge books.

· Merit badge books can be obtained from the Troop librarian, Scout Shop or at Camp.

· The boys typically have plenty of time at camp to sign up, and the merit badge sign up is never a problem. The camp counselors bend over backwards to meet the boys needs.

4. Adults - Leadership is required during the entire week of camp. As a Troop, we must have 2-4 adults on site at all times depending on the # of scouts attending. Attending camp is a pleasant and rewarding experience.  We pay your fee.

· Class 3 health forms are required for adult stays longer than 72 hours.

· We have enough adults for this year.  Contact Tom Jacobi if you would like to stay at camp on Sunday night or Friday night if you are a driver.  It may be possible to do this if there is space available.

5. Adults  - The Troop provides transportation to and from camp. We need sufficient drivers to transport 25 scouts. 

· Please sign-up to drive on July 31 and/or August 6 with Tom Jacobi.

· Drivers and riders will be contacted in late July with final carpool lists.

6. Parents - Letters & packages can be sent to scouts at camp. Allow 3 days for delivery.
